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Figure 2 shows combined import data on the 4 major primary timber products for each country. For example, the total
figure for France is made up of 60% sawn wood, 20% plywood, 10% round wood and 10% veneer. The corresponding
figures for Belgium are 75% sawn wood, 10% plywood, 5% round wood and 10% veneer; for the UK 45% sawn wood,
55% plywood and 5% veneer; and for the Netherlands S0% sawn wood, 40% plywood and 10% veneer.
